I would like thank everyone for allowing me to judge their dogs and for the  entry of male Labradors which I understand was the highest ever for that I thank all of you. You entered for my opinion and I m giving you my opinion. Most of my placings of the dogs will be repeat critiques as you read it but you can be certain that all of the dogs I pulled out had and do have the following breed requirements of what I consider are required to be within   the BREED STANDARD. Its up to you to take it as its meant or take offense to the following :
However, I think there are some people who should sit down and learn our breed standard for the Labrador retriever. I was appalled at what some people had qualified Heads and expression should be masculine having a good shape to the head with no cheekiness which is making them resemble pigs or worse still rottweiller heads and expressions. . They are not meant to be like this and they should have a soft melting expression in the eye and almond shaped . People should be able to look at a Labrador and not have to consider , is it going to bite me ??Preferably with a good almond colour NOT rounded in shape and Black!!!!!!! It should not be yellow or green either. Size - I m not against a smaller dog and shall we say a larger sized dog I have had both over the years so size doesn't really bother me just as long as I can look at it and immediately think that dog appears to be a Labrador with all the breed points. But by the time I reached the Post Graduate classes etc. I was measuring the size of the dogs against me. Some of these Labradors were far too tall well out of what you could possibly accept as breed standard. So again something we must watch is size. Forearms again many of the dogs were so straight in forearm they didn't look balanced. Many were also FAT instead of having a well muscle toned body. Whats happening to the tight cat like feet the Labrador retriever should have. Some dogs appear to have webbed feet similar in shape as ducks feet spanning out wide and the pastern or wrist is nearly lying on the ground when you view them from the side. Also I will point out at this time that the front leg bone should go straight down to the foot not thinning out at the pastern or wrist. This too wants watching. Please fellow exhibitors look at your dogs and be honest with yourself and try and alter the things that are wrong . There is no perfect dog. Its no good sitting there at the side of the ring and saying : "Oh the face is Winning again" its not always the face that's winning its their dogs and it's the years of trying to get something worthwhile that you can call a Labrador retriever into the ring. They've all had to work their way through to the top and have placed into pet homes more Labradors than we can truthfully remember over the years. But they've stuck at it and tried and that's the main thing. So remember that when the FACE wins again and again try and have a good look at the dog too. If you don't try and deal with these problems now and do something about it in several years time we will not have Labradors fitting our breed standard. We will have something else very different to what the people mostly now passed on Created for us by breeding and creating a standard that would keep the Labrador retriever a breed apart from any other breed some of you are certainly going down the wrong road to achieve this.
